E​ARLY​ G​RADUATION​ F​ROM​ H​IGH​ S​CHOOL 

 

 

It is the policy of the Tehama eLearning Academy Board to allow any student grade 11 or 12,                  
who wishes to graduate early from Tehama eLearning Academy to do so provided the following               
conditions have been met. 

1. Students submit a written request to the principal at least one semester in advance. With               
this request, the student submits a written statement explaining how he/she plans to fulfill              
the requirements for graduation and a written statement of approval signed by his/her             
parents.  

 

2. The request will be examined and bases its recommendation for approval or denial on the               
desirability of early graduation for that student with respect to his/her academic            
development, individual circumstance and emotional as well as social maturing. It is            
preferred that all students meet the criteria established for graduation as College and             
Career ready prior to graduating.  

 

3. The student may earn credit toward graduation by accelerating course completion in            
typical Tehama eLearning courses. He/she may also earn credit through college courses.            
The principal must approve all such courses in advance if the credit is to be accepted for                 
such courses. 
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
